September 6, 2011

Mayor Sandlin called the meeting to order at 7:30
pm. Present: Mayor Sandlin, Mayor Pro-Tem
Schindler, Council members Carter, and Mulkey.
Also, City Clerk, City Attorney & interested citi-
zens. Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance was recit-
ed. Regular Meeting Minutes of 8-2 and Call
Meeting Minutes of 8-16th approved. Financial
Statement approved. Under Citizens Concerns,
Mr. & Mrs. John Eunice presented a memorial
plaque to Police Chief and Fire Chief for their
assistance in the search for their son, James
Eunice, along with thanks to all the volunteers
and churches who provided assistance, food and
prayers during the search. Laura Minchew
asked Council to consider making a legal golf
cart crossing within the City as the GDOT recom-
mends the request come from City Council. No
action taken. Mayor Sandlin presented a Procla-
mation to Jacob Schindler for his achievements
in research. He received applause and he
thanked Mayor & Council for their support.
Council approved placement of allowing Sunday
alcohol package sales (Resolution #2011-09-06) on
the General Election ballot. Council approved
awarding the maintenance of City’s web-site to
Tarn Burton, $1,200 annual contract. Council
approved Ord. #105 (Swimming Pools). City At-
torney will draft a MUND plan (replace all non-
conforming street/traffic signs) for adoption be-
fore mandated date of 1-1-12. Jeannie Lugo won
a screwdriver set, compliments of Madison Oste-
opathic Medicine, at the monthly email drawing.
Council member Mulkey will get quotes on pur-
chasing an ATV or golf cart for the Maintenance
Dept. Council agreed City’s Christmas flags
needed to be replaced. William Hogan presented
a Petition about the upkeep of Tom’s Pond area
with no action taken. Executive Session con-
vened. Regular Meeting reconvened. Council
stated David Brown would be retaking the water
certification test. Tommy Carmichael of Digital-
Ally made presentation of video cameras for po-
lice vehicles. Fire Chief Brown & volunteers
thanked for MDA Labor Day Boot drive $3,540.50.
