City Council MINUTES

January 3, 2012

The regularly scheduled organizational meeting
of the Lake Park City Council was called to order
at 7:30p. The new Mayor & Council were sworn
into office by Judge Carl Rodgers. Mayor: Ben
Futch; Council Members: Russell Lane, Paul
Mulkey, Eric Schindler and Sandy Sherrill.
Council designated Sandy Sherrill to be Mayor
Pro-Tem. Present: Mayor Futch, Mayor Pro-Tem
Sherrill, Council Members Lane, Mulkey and
Schindler. Also, City Clerk, City Attorney &
interested citizens. Welcome by Mayor Futch,
Prayer and Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Regular Meeting Minutes of 12-06-11 read & ap-
proved. Financial Statement approved after
Mayor questioned large sum of ($6600+) paid to
Chief Rutland. Under Citizens Concerns, a citi-
zen spoke of needed repairs and upgrades to
Lake Park Apts. on Main St. Per City Charter, re
-appointments and appointments were made to
City employee positions, contracted employees,
boards, committees, commissions and appointed
volunteer positions that are listed elsewhere in
The VOICE. See (*Elected & Appointed Officials
& Employees). Council approved Ordinance
#104, Amendment #1, Sunday Alcohol Sales.
Mayor Futch presented new “Long & Short Term
Goals” that included; a new city park, housing
project upgrades, landscape median, restoration
of landmarks & a citizens yard waste dumpster.
Council awarded low bid of $1100 for tree trim-
ming/removal to Lane Tree service. Council
awarded low bid of $100 per drop/20 yard dump-
ster, $150 per drop/30 yard dumpster to Cowart &
Son. Council awarded low bid $150 per drop for
trash container, $100 per drop plus $37.50 per ton
tipping fee for dumpster w/garbage & $50 per
drop for a metal only dumpster for the proposed
February Clean Up Month. Policemen Robert
Grundy & David Kinsey were thanked and intro-
duced to new Chief Tim Baker. Council ap-
proved independent audits be conducted for im-
proving internal financial controls at a cost of
$3000 and technology controls audit at a cost of
$500. Work Session was set for 1-10 at City Hall
at 6:30 pm. Adjourned.
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City Council MINUTES

Work Session 1-10-12

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm. Present: Mayor
Futch, Mayor Pro-Tem Sherrill, Members Lane, &
Schindler. Items discussed were: 2012 insurance, se-
lections of City engineer & City surveyor, cemetery
issues, garbage services, street drainage, public
works needs, fence pricing, past due property taxes &
MPO updates. Council unanimously approved Mayor
& Council enter into closed executive session as al-
lowed by O.C.G.A. 50-14-4 & pursuant to advice by the
City Attorney, for the purpose of discussing personnel
issues. Council went into executive session & then
returned to the Work Session.

Emergency Call Meeting 1-10-12

Council unanimously approved going into an Emer-
gency Meeting on advice by City Attorney. Council
approved to pay Interim City Clerk $15 hourly on a
contractual labor basis. Council unanimously ap-
proved to pay Temporary Agency personnel fees for
duration of need. Council unanimously approved to
pay Police Chief $35,000 annual salary with the stand-
ard $150 monthly insurance allowance for the six
months probation period & then raise to $37,500 an-
nual salary. Council unanimously approved to adver-
tise in the legal organ, GMA website & City of Lake
Park website for a City Clerk with salary negotiable.
